	Provide a brief description of program – number of years, program format, geared toward what type of person, residency requirements
	Cohort organization.  Designed for working educators with a variety of backgrounds and educational settings.  The 2 years of coursework involve on-campus classes each semester (some cohort-dedicated, others open to all students), some online cohort coursework, with a capstone completed in year 3.  

	Provide a description of the philosophy and mission of the program (ie: theoretical underpinnings, goals for graduate-- What knowledge, skills and dispositions does she or he have? Goals for community or institution? etc)
	The EdD cohort is an intellectually rigorous and contextually relevant program of study in which educators address challenges and opportunities of practice in order to create and sustain effective teaching/learning contexts in the concrete realities of P-16 classrooms, work, and community settings.  Our approach allows educators to be engaged actively in their professional working environments while exploring theories, ideologies, and applications in sustained dialogue with peers and faculty.  The program conceptualizes scholarship of practice as “both substance and process,” critical to educators who can analyze, evaluate, model, and teach in a cross section of educational settings” (Shulman, et al, 2006). 

	Describe your programs admissions requirements (GRE, letters from work/references, writing samples—how used, etc)
	(1) Undergraduate GPA: minimum of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale.  Graduate GPA: minimum of 3.75 on a 4.0 scale. (2) 50th percentile on each of the Verbal, Quantitative, and Analytical sections of the GRE taken in the last 5 years; for international students, a TOEFL score of 79 (3) Minimum 2 years as an educator in school or other educational settings. (4) Fit between applicant goals/interests and programmatic ability to meet them. Include a narrative that describes the relations, challenges and opportunities among teaching, learning, curriculum with personal goals and interests in completing an EdD as a cohort member; (5) Evidence of writing abilities through provision of a sample such as a thesis, course paper, published article, curriculum document, etc.  (6) Completion of all steps for graduate admission to UNL and TLTE.  This is a selective and competitive program and top candidates are determined through a review committee.  No single criterion is more important than another.  The application file is reviewed as a total package.

	•Signature pedagogy—what is it? How incorporated?
	Cohort organization; inquiry-oriented; core interdisciplinary experiences; arts of the practical coursework; advanced study in an area of emphasis

	•Laboratories of practices—what is it? How utilized?
	The program is aimed at educators wishing to analyze problems of practice, develop new knowledge, structure experiences, grow practical insight, and become leaders of practice.  Each student engages in practitioner-based action research projects in their own educational setting.

	•Inquiry courses—How many and what type, goals?
	Four inquiry courses:

 A general Practitioner-based Action Research course will provide an overview of quantitative and qualitative traditions for all cohort participants.  A second practitioner-based research course will be selected to provide an intellectual and methodological basis for advanced, specialized study.  Two additional courses will support the development of iterations of the practitioner-based action research project.  These courses will enable you to:

· Read with understanding across empirical and theoretical research from diverse traditions exploring educational praxis. 

· Gain insights into the socio-cultural problems and lived experiences of people across diverse educational settings from multiple research perspectives. 

· Practice research design, data collection, analysis, and interpretation associated with a series of practitioner-based action research projects, building an intellectual and methodological basis for conducting practitioner-based action research.



	•Capstone—what is it? What format is it done? When is it done?
	The capstone will meet all requirements for a doctoral degree at UNL and involve a practitioner-based action research project to be written and defended at an oral exam.  We do not yet have students at this stage of the program as it will be conducted during year 3.
